Cancer therapy includes multiple methods such as surgery, chemotherapy, and radiologic therapy and other ways of increasing the immune systems.  Cancer therapy is very complicate because cancer cells can change themselves to adapt to the environment easily and grow very fast.
Currently, most metastatic cancers remain incurable, however is the cancer cured completely? Why have 80% testicular cancer and some forms of childhood leukemia and lymphomas sustained complete remission rates? what are their mechanical methods?  Many scientific evidences show us that it is possible that cancer can be cured completely. My answer to these cancer therapy is that in the normal young patients their bone marrow and thymus can produce more navie cells and go to peripheral immune organs such spleen and lymph node to meet the cancer cells and be activated  to produce the specific CD8 Killer cell and other T cells to kill the  particular cancer cells , however in the old patients there are more memory T cells which can efficiently kill the antigens which they already met before  and have limit abilities to get rid of the new antigens  like cancer cells or other virus ect.  If we can improve our thymus and bone marrow function of producing  more naïve cells and producing more CD8 killer cells and other immune soldier cells  to specifically  get rid of the foreign antigens such as the cancer cells , etc  so that the cancer can be cured completely.
